Property owners/managers are asked to ensure thaté following safety
precautions are followed,

Lock all windows utilizing window pins

Properly secure window A.C. units in windows

Inspect/replace metal window grates at ground andrst floor levels
Trim/reduce the size of shrubs/vegetation aroundualding
Install/maintain motion and/or floor lighting arou nd building
Install/maintain day & night recorded video surveillance cameras
around building
